FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Where will the 2008 Teacher Training Program take place? The 2008 Teacher Training Program will
take place at the Nimitz Museum and Conference Center located at 328 East Main Street, Fredericksburg,
Texas 78624.

What are the dates of the 2008 Teacher Training Program? Monday, June 23, 2008 thru Friday, June
27,2008. Schedule and meeting materials will be handed out at registration.

What expenseswill IGNITE cover? IGNITE shall pay for tuition, fees, books and supplies necessary for
teachers to complete the training program. All other expenses shall be incurred by the school/designated
teacher/representative.

What is a Monitoring Performance System? For purposes of this program, a monitoring performance
system is a system implemented by both the school and IGNITE wherein the designated
teacher/representative and an IGNITE representative maintain monthly contact (probably via e-mail) to
provide timely monthly status reports to IGNITE as required under the terms and conditions, as well as a
bi-annual on-site visit by an IGNITE representative to the school.

What is a records retention policy? For purposes of this program, retention of financial and supporting
documentation, statistical records and other records, including but not limited to, reports books, papers,
documents, automated data systems, or other documents relating to this program, shall be retained at least
three years after completion of the program.

What isinvolved in choosing a location for rocket testing? Your school may choose to use IGNITE’s
launch site or your school may choose its own launch site. By choosing IGNITE’s launch site, your school
shall be in compliance with all safety standard requirements and regulations, its FAA waivers shall be in
place, and insurance shall be provided at the launch site. If your school chooses its own launch site, your
school will be obligated for all insurance, fees, policies, etc., as well as obtaining and insuring that all FAA
(Federal Aviation Administration) waivers are in place at the time of launch. IGNITE can advise you in
how to obtain necessary approval. You may view the following websites for Tripoli Site Specifications and
NARS (National Association of Rocketry) Site Specifications for safety codes and procedures.

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information on standard safety requirements and regulations and policies, as well as obtaining FAA waivers
necessary in completing your launch.

Will designated teacher/representative need to bring a laptop to teacher training? The answer is yes.

Please send your designated teacher/representative to teacher training with a laptop so that they will be able
to work with provided software for rocket design and flight simulations.

TERMSAND CONDITIONS

By completing and submitting IGNITE’s Application for Teacher Training, your school is accepting the following
terms and conditions:

Term of Agreement. The term of this Agreement is two years.

Completion of Training Program and Aeroscience Curriculum. The SystemsGo Aeroscience program is a
two-year curriculum. The school is required to assign the necessary teacher for implementing at least the

first year of the SystemsGo Curriculum and to devote the designated class-time hours necessary through
completion of the program. The designated teacher is required to complete IGNITE’s Teacher Training in
Fredericksburg, Texas.

Confidentiality and Non-Disclosure. The school and designated teacher/representative will be privy to
certain Confidential Information, including the SystemsGo Curriculum. By attending and completing the
training program, and by accepting the SystemsGo Curriculum, you are agreeing to the following
confidentiality terms:

a. No Use. School and designated teacher/representative agree not to use the Confidential
Information in any way, or to manufacture or test any product embodying Confidential
Information, except for the purpose of implementing and completing the SystemsGo Curriculum
within the school.

b. No Disclosure. School and designated teacher/representative agree to use its best efforts to
prevent and protect the Confidential Information, or any part thereof, from disclosure to any
person other than School and designated teacher/representative’s employees/students having a
need for disclosure in connection with School and designated teacher/representative ‘s authorized
use of the Confidential Information.

c. Protection of Secrecy. School and designated teacher/representative agree to take all steps
reasonably necessary to protect the secrecy of the Confidential Information, and to prevent the
Confidential Information from falling into the public domain or into the possession of
unauthorized persons.

IGNITE’s launch site in Fredericksburg, Texas or the school may choose its own launch site location.
